SAN ANTONIO --- Jennifer Wilson put Terry, Miss., on the map when she qualified for the 
Wrangler National Finals Rodeo last year.  

Her traveling partner is doing that very thing here in San Antonio. Patti Jo Higdon made a blazing 
run at the 14rh performance of the San Antonio Stock Show Rodeo. She took her horse around 
the cloverleaf pattern to stop the clock in 15.24 seconds. This is tied for second in the second 
round of competition.  

Combined with her first round time, Higdon now leads the over-all standings with a time of 31.24 
seconds. This is good news for Higdon, but bad news for Jana Riley and former world champion 
Kristie Peterson. Riley from Paige, Texas and Peterson from Elbert, Colo., are now tied for 12th 
place with a total time of 31.74 seconds. With four more performances left before the Wrangler 
ProRodeo Tour Round on Sunday, Peterson and Riley are likely to be moved out of the top 12 in 
the standings.  

The top 12 from all previous competition will qualify for the final Tour round. At stake are San 
Antonio titles, the prestigious championship buckles that go with them, the lions share of the prize 
money and U.S. Smokeless Tobacco Cup Series Points.  

The San Antonio Stock Show Rodeo is the third of ten stops on the Tour. At the end of the Tour, 
the top 12 contestants in the Series standings will qualify for the U.S. Smokeless Tobacco Cup 
Finale where a half a million dollars in prize money will be at stake.
